This course is a new course at our school and is designed to assemble the school year-book as a class and prepare it for publishing. We will be working along with a representative from Jostens (the yearbook publishing company) to prepare the book on- time. There will be deadlines that have to be met as the book is submitted in sections. This will require that students are attending regularly and completing the tasks that they are given to help meet the deadline. I intend for this class to have a business like feel to it. You will be asked to work in groups on some projects. This will require cooperation, and team input and effort. Some assignments will be peer-evaluated which means that your effort on a project will be marked by the other members of your group and that mark will go towards your overall grade. 

The purpose of this course is to provide students experience in areas including, but not limited to:

1. Photography: how to take well-balanced photographs in different  conditions.

2. Photo Manipulation and Enhancement: using Photoshop you will learn how to enhance and alter pictures.

3. Journalism: Writing articles including pictures about school events that are ready for submission and printing.
4. Creating Slide-shows: using Iphoto or Imovie students will create slideshows for school assemblies or other activities.
Students will be asked to photograph other students. This requires that you respect the rights of others and that all pictures taken are tasteful and appropriate. Students may be asked to attend some extra-curricular events or other school activities to take pictures.
