On Wednesday, January 27 students and staff went to Fernie, BC for a day of skiing/snowboarding – 
the weather was fantastic! We had a record number of students choose to participate this year (about 
230) with another 25 coming as spectators. The school was open, as well, for anyone choosing not to 
come—about a dozen students came to school to catch up on missed assignments and/or get extra 

help. This means that our absentee rate was 
normal to slightly better than normal. The ski 
patrol (first aid) service at Fernie take no 
chances with possible injuries on the hill – as a 
result we had six students who were taken to 
the hospital—one had a broken wrist 
(snowboarding) and one other student was kept 
overnight for observation—all other students 
(4) were treated and released 
(sprains/strains/bruises). At the end of the day, 
one of the resort officials commended our 
students for being so respectful during the day. 
Special thanks to the Board for allowing us to go 
and to our staff & parent volunteers who went 
the extra mile to make this day so special for 
our students.
